Ray Smith chaired the meeting. Gillian Launie® Treasurer@ Report was approved
as submitted. Payment of $400to Ray Smith, as part of thetotal $828chargefor
the brush dumpger, was approved for payment. The possible problem of
commercial gardenas usngthedumpger will need to be addressed, if the
dumpster program is continued. Membership in and payment of two yearsCannud
dues ($25ayear, $50total) to the Allied Neighbohood Assodiation was approved.

The Safetrails representatives presented their case for better
controls over mountain bikers onthelocal trails. A rather
shodking video clip of mountain bikers tearing down Tunnd Trall
dramatically illudrated their point. The matter is unde
congderation by the Forest service, the County and City. It was
requested that our Assocdiation become a voice in suppot of better
controls Dpossibly separate trails for the bikers. The matter was
taken unde advisement. Ray Smith noted tha notall mountin
bikers are kamikazes.

Vicky Blum presented her case on behdf of theNo |
on Recall Campagn, opposng the balot measure to recall Third
District Supevisor Gail Marshdl. This panful bit of political
guarillawarfare does affect Mission Canyonand its residents, as
Ms. Blum made abundantly clear. However, recognizing tha not
all Canyonresidents are of onemind ontheissue, and being
mindful tha our Assodation does not ordinarily take political
postions our Board declined to take any public stance.




However, Ms. Blum@ request for use of our mailing list was approved, provided
tha themailing is not accompanied by an implication tha our Assodation
endorses the campagn.

Thefollowing agendaitems were conddered and acted upon,as noted:

The Allied Neighborhoad Assodation is hoding adiscussion session onthe
Neighbohood Preservation Ordinance at the First Presbyterian Church on
Octobe 2d. Attendance would be worthwhile.

The Board will hold a Gitrategic planning sessionQon November 16", to
discuss and set agendapriorities for the Assodation. Time and place TBA.

Mr. ReetzOrequest for a hearing on the alleged land use violationsat 2751
Foothill Road was approved for the next scheduled Board meeting. Notice
in theformat presented by Mr. Reetz shdl be given to thelandowners.

Ray Smith read a letter from the County Public Works department re: the
possible sewer extensonsinto the Uppe Tunnd Road area. Dr. Smith
noted tha the cog of the studies and reports appears to have been shifted to
theresidents, contrary to our prior undestandings

Dr. Smith noted that Creek Spirit, the creation of Patti Jacquamain along
Tunnd Road near Andante Road, is a very pleasant mini-park, and that we
should congder it for future MCA fundions, althoughparking does appear
to bea problem.

Tim Steele reported on the meeting hdd Wednesday, September 28", with
12 members of theengineering crews at Ca Trans, regarding the
improvements along Foothill Road. Tim stated tha dueto budgeary
condraints Bonly $2.7 million is available from Cal Trans, and the County
Is not cog-sharing this project Bthe project has been scaled back. The
ditches on the south side of Foothill between thet-intersection and Mindy
Rosenblatt@ house (the flame gated propeaty) will not be graded over
(possible Chumash elements here), athoudh the culverts and collector grates
aongthenorth side of Foothill remain in the plans Thebike pathswill not
be hard-surfaced. Thewidth of foothill will beundhanged. Fourtelephone
poles will berelocated Dthree alongtheOlndian ditchGand oneat the Glen
Albynintersection.

Dr. Smith reported tha AbeLeider will bethe new plannea responsble for
the Botanic Garden, succeeding Ms. Schmitt, who succeeded Jean Pare.

The Management Plan for Mission Canyon has been deferred for action until
CY 2004. Theconsnausof our Board is tha the MCA should take a
proactive, leadership role in updaing our Specific Plan, perhgos by adoping
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alocalized community plan or set of architectural standardstha would be
applicable to our Canyon. Thisis an appropriate topic for our November
strategic planning session.

The meeting adjourned at 9:00 pm. The next scheduled meetingis Tuesday,
November 5 (Election Day), 2002at 7:30 pm.
